“The most important thing I got from the
trip was meeting people. It showed me how to
understand people without talking to them.”
This was one of many observations Cathy
Ferguson made about her recent stay in
Duseldorf, West Germany.

Cathy, a Hale senior, spent ten weeks this
summer with the Bernhardt Stenger family
as a part of the American Abroad Program.
she was among 132 American students who
were sponsored by Americans Abroad in West

ny.

According to Cathy, most of the customs in
modern Germany were not much different
from our own. “Everything is pretty well
Amel;l'unluduhruhdﬂomandbshm

When asked whether or not the womens’
rights movement had spread in West Ger-
many she replied, ‘It was beginning to filter
through but women still had their place.
Women could have a job, but it was pretty
well understood they were considered inferior
to the men,” 2

Although most West German fashions did
seem Americanized. Cathy noticed a few
distinctions. ‘“‘Women, asa rule, did not shave
their legs, and girls never wore shorts, but
they did wear miniskirts.”

Cathy also discovered that the West Ger-
mans are more lenient toward some customs
than are Americans. “There was no
minimum age for drinking.”

‘There was also a section of town in
Dusseldorf that was specifically intended for
social life. “In the Alt Stadt (old town) nearly

every shop was either a bar or a restaurant.
There were places you could go with your
family, places you could go to with a date and
there was something there for everybody. I
don't believe I've seen anything like it before
in America.”

Cathy found that many West Germans “felt
that Americans were disgusting, especially
our habits such as chewing gum. y

They see the American tourist as overly
aggressive and demanding, and unable to
realize they did not speak the same
language.”

As for the media in West Germany,
“Television was run by the government and
they only had programs on at certain times of
the day,” Cathy related. “There were no
cartoons except Porky Pig and he didn’t
stutter and John Wayne had a high pitched
voice.”

West German politics were viewed in a
different manner than they are in America.
“The Germans are really trying to forget
about Adolf Hitler. They have no nationalistic
feelings because they know that was how he

Besides living in Germany, Cathy and her
host family also visited Paris, France which
in Cathy's words is “‘One of the world’s most
fascinating cities.”

In summing up her story, Cathy resolved
that her experiences with her German family
made some changes in her outlook on life. “T
learned how to enjoy things, take everything
and pull it apart and investigate it. It showed
me how dependant I was on my friends, my
family, and my country.”

Last year’s council, which operated under this same policy, had student en-
vironmental progress impared because of meetings with far less than 50 percent of its
members attending, which resulted in faulty communications between the student
government and the students. Because of this poor communication, most of the
decisions of this organization were made by a minute number of members.

To avoid this same thing from caroding the new student government, one distinct
alteration must be made. Give every student who is concerned enough to attend USA
meetings the right to vote on proposals to be decided within that organization.

In the May 9, 1972 issue of LONE RANGER, USA President Britt Gamble stated
“anyone who has ideas for next year’s organization, you are needed.” A big incentive
to draw new ideas from the average student would be to allow him voting power at
these meetings.

The USA has the potential to revive a slowly dying form of student government and
to make our student environment more bearable, But first this one person one vote
w of legislation must be undertaken in order to develop a truely United Student
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Oklahoma liquor law
reforms

Since the creation of “firewater” man in many cases has placed senseless
restriction on his distilled spirits. Through trial man found that his limitations often
made matters worse then they were before. It is a fact that during prohibition the
widespread use and popularity of alcoholic beverages grew.

In 1933 Congress realistically abolished prohibition. However, Oklahoma did not
end prohibition until 1859 and was one of the last states to do so, Though prohibition is
gone, other absurd laws concerning intoxicants still remain in Oklahoma'’s law books,
many of which have no purpose.

In a state that prides itself on progress and a bright future, these archaic
regulations should certainly not exist.

One of the most recent and certainly the most ridiculous acts of Oklahoma Liquor
authorities was the Amtrak incident of July 18th. During the route of the federally
subsidized train through Oklahoma, paying passengers were being served cocktails
as they would almost anywhere else in the United States. Near Oklahoma City,
Alcoholic Beverage Control Board agents, along with Assistant District Attorney
Irvin Box bought mixed drinks and then confiscated all of the train’s liquor supplies.

Gearge H. Bell, the train’s bartender, was taken into custody for doing what he was
being paid for by the government subsidized corporation, It is beyond the mind why
Oklahoma officials would pull such an utterly ridiculous and embarrassing stunt as
that.Whena.sked,meydldmtrulewtthatmesametypedraidwouldbemadeon
commercial airlines serving cocktails in flight over our state. Members of the control
board said the sale of liquor by a transportation company to their p ngers violated
the state’s constitutional prohibition of open saloons.

Almost two months after this incident, Amtrak filed suit in the federal court in
Oklahoma City for injunctions to prevent the officials from interfering with on-train
liquor sales. A day later, a federal judge ruled that Amtrak could once again serve
liquor by the drink on its trains that pass through semi-dry Oklahoma. Even though
the injunction s just temporary, maybe it is a sign that some state liguor officials are
waking up from their hibernation.

In our state capitol the “‘wet” and dry" forces are debating whether or not the sale
of liguor by the drink should be made legal. Under Oklahoma’s quaint law it is legal to
sell whiskey m a bottle, but a crime to sell it in a glass. Why shouldn’t an adult be
::l& ;n drink alcoholic beverages in a restaurant, without having to bring his own

On the contrary, a person would be more apt to become intoxicated with a full bottle
at hand than a few cocktails. Besides being totally unnecessary, this law favors the
rich. They can join private clubs where through polls they are served liquor by the
arink. Why should the less affluent be denied this right?
