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Playing ball by Mr. Theiu's rules

Now that North Vietnam has finally agreed to come to
terms at the Paris Peace Talks, South Vietnam’s President
Thieu has started to balk at certain points that were con-
tained in the Oct. 8 peace plan.

Of course, both sides could never reach a complete
agreement that would fulfill the demands of either side. On
the Oct. 26 television announcment, which was the first U.S.
public divulgement of the negotiastions, by Dr. Hemry
Kissinger, he stated that the plan was a ‘‘compromise in
which neither side achieves everything.”

This is to be expected after the long years of war in In-
dochina, but surely President Thieu should be willing to
agree if the U.S. comes to terms.

It seems that the major objections Thieu has about the new
peace plan is that there are over 100,000 North Vietnamese
troops that will remain in South Vietnam after the agreement
has been signed, that North Vietnam has not yet recognized,
and he is not in favor of the proposed coalition government.

The government proposed in the plan is a tripartite
government in which one third will be representative of the
Viet Cong, one third of South Vietnam nationalists, and one
third a nuetral party.

However, in South Vietnam there will be a 90 percent
control by the nationalists in political elections and 15 per-
cent North Vietnamese control. If South Vietnam can not
govern their country with this large percentage of political
control, they can never be expected to.

The U.S. has also agreed to unlimited economic aid, and if
necessary unlimited economic advisory aid.

Kissinger also stated that the agreement also guarantees
South Vietnam the right to self-determination of a govern-
ment under a future ‘‘free and democratic election under
international supervision.”

Thieu has also been hesitant about the idea of ceeding
sovereignty over to the Viet Cong and curtailing his
“pacification” efforts in regions that are not specifically
controlled by either side.

But the U.S. has argued in negotiations that these regions
would be not easier to handle after another period of resupply
and infiltration by the North.

North Vietnam has agreed to make the concession to let
Thieu administer the territories under his control and it is
time now for Thieu to make certain concessions also in order
for peace tobe established as soon as possible.

It stands to reason that South Vietnam will gain more if a
settlement is agreed upon immediately, than if the war
continues.

In Dr. Kissinger’s Oct. 26 broadcast he said, “with respect
to Saigon, their views deserve great respect . . .” Granted,
South Vietnam’s views deserve respect and consideration,
but if the war is to be ended quickly and with the best results, .
President Thieu should also respect the U.S.’s positions and
decisions after the military and economic aid given to South
Vietnam in the last 11 years.

Although Central’s rejuvenated
offense tallied 20 points, they
were only able to amass 167 of-
fensive yards against the Hale
defense. Two of the Braves
scores were set up by Ranger
turnovers and the other by virtue
of a short punt. Defensive
standouts for the Rangers were
Steve Pryor, Dale Meadors, Ted
Phillips and Mike Music.

The Rangers looked as if they
would stampede the Braves in the
first quarter. After Music
returned the opening kickoff 28
yards to his own 30, Hale mar-
ched 70 yards in 12 plays.

Four and one-half minutes
later, after recovering a Central
fumble, Miller completed his
second touchdown aerial to
Stremme, this time for 39 yads at

The Braves bounced back in
the second quarter after
recovering a fumbled punt on the
Hale 49. Sophomore tailback
Darrell Desmond fired a wish-
bone-option pass to Marvin
Hopson for 46 yards to the three,
setting up Rick Dodson's one-
yard sneak to cut the Ranger lead
to 12-6.

Early in the third quagter,

Central’s Paul Harrington picked
off a Miller pass and raced 29
yards to the Hale 16. On the next
play, Robert Tillman broke for 16
yards and a score. Buddy
Slemp's extra point put the
Rangers behind for only the third
time this season, 13-12.

The Rangers were undaunted,
however, as they stormed back
with another methodical drive
which covered 70 yards in 14
plays with Steve Ramsey going
over from four yards out, to give
the Rangers an 18-13 lead.

In the final period, after the
Braves took over on the Hale 46,
Desmond completed his second
option pass to Hopson. This time
the pass was deflected by Mike
Music for a touchdown, giving
Central a 20-18 lead and setting
stage for the closing dramatic
moments,

The Rangers, after taking a
Central punt at their own 37, had
a pass picked off by Camron
Cummings and returned to the
Hale 30. Three plays later, the
Braves tried another Desmond to
Hopson option pass, but had it
picked off by Music at the goal
line who returned it to the 31.

Hale took over from that point
and drove to the Brave 41 where
they faced a fourth down
situation. A Miller pass to Jim
Crawford was incomplete but
Central was guilty of pass in-

four, then bucked to the three to
set up Miller’s climactic run.
