A Separate Peace

Suicide Society of the Summer Session is
beautifully revitalized in the movie production of
“A Separate Peace” at the Village Cinema.

The heart touching book that almost every high
school kid has read was followed precisely in the
making of themovie. The acting is done by virtually
unknown actors and the setting is the Phillip Exeter
Academy in Exeter, N.J.

The story surrounds the admiration and rivalry
between two high school boys. Finny (John Heyl)
represents the All-America Joe athlete whose
happy-go-lucky benevolence wins for him the love
and respect of all his class mates.

“A Separate Peace” is told through the memory
of Finny's roommate, Gene (Parker Stevenson).
Gene is the senstivie, studious type. They are living
in an Eastern boys Academy during World War II.

A tree is the source of the major conflict in the
story. Finny and Gene form a secret society of boys
to help pass away the summer months. The initation
of this society involved jumping fram a towering ten
foot tree into the lake below. Finny is the first to
jumpae and the other boys gaze in awe at his courage
and grace. Gene follows clumsily and the society is
begun.

Finny has no need for books or studying. He en-
joys life and the fun of living. Gene is a con-
scientous student; he has not been figted with the
natural sports talent of his friend. Kinny one day
persuades Gene to accompany him to a beach and
skip school. Gene goes, but later regrets the jaunt.

They return from the beach and Gene resents

Set in the surroundings of the North Georgia
backwoods, what James Dicky describes as the
“country of ninefingered people,”
DELIVERANCE is a novel of survival and
emotions. Four suburbia-oriented men set out,
determined to get away from the norm and find
themselves in a struggle for their very existence.

Lewis Medock, the master-mind enthusiast
behind the idea of “‘roughing it” with nature for a
weekend is the strongest character in the book
besides Ed, from whose point of view the story
unravels.

James Dicky portrays the imner desires and
thoughts of the typical middle-class man extremely
well. At one point in the story Lewis describes the
problem of suburbian life as “sliding”, which he
defines as “living by antifriction”.

The tension and suspense in the novel is dramatic.
From normal men, the amateur woodsmen are
reduced to men discovering what the extremities of
